	Muscular
	Provides movement, generates heat that maintains body temp.
Skeletal muscles, tendons(muscle to bone)

	Internal communication and integration. Coordinate and Control

	Nervous
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Together with the Endocrine system, it coordinates and controls the 50 trillion cells in the human body; nervous uses electric signals.  Directs immediate responses, coordinates or moderates activities of other organ systems, provides and interprets sensory information about external conditions.
Brain, spinal cord, nerves, ganglia

	Endocrine
	Together with the Nervous system, it coordinates and controls the 50 trillion cells in the human body; endocrine uses hormones.  Adjusts metabolic activity, controls structural & functional changes during development (hormones)
Pituitary, thyroid, parathyroid, pineal, adrenal glands.  Pancreas, ovaries, testes, thymus.

	Fluid Transport

	Cardiovascular (circulatory)
	Distributes blood, water, dissolved materials including nutrients, waste products, oxygen, and CO2.
Heart, arteries, veins, blood vessels

	Lymphatic
	Defends against infection and disease.  Recovers excess tissue fluid, detects pathogens, and produces immune cells.
Lymphatic vessels, lymph nodes, spleen, thymus, tonsils

	Input and output

	Respiratory
	Exchanges carbon dioxide and oxygen and helps in speech.
Nasal cavity, pharynx, larynx, trachea, bronchi, lungs

	Digestive
	Processes and digests food. Breaks down food and absorbs nutrients.
Mouth, tongue, teeth, salivary glands, pharynx, esophagus, stomach, liver, gallbladder, pancreas, small intestine, large intestine

	Urinary
	Rids body of wastes. Regulates blood volume and pressure, stimulates red blood cell formation, and controls fluid, electrolyte, and acid-base balance.
Kidneys, ureters, urinary bladder, urethra

	Produces sex cells and hormones. Supports developing embryo, provides milk.
Female – Ovaries, uterine tubes, uterus, vagina, oviducts, fallopian tubes
